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Faith and Community Group 5 Milawi Project

Over the last year or so, we have begun
to address the lack of access to computer
technology as a social justice project in addition
to our long-standing commitment to other social
justice issues such as hunger, homelessness, and
social justice. But how are computers related to
social justice? There are many dimensions of this
question, but at a basic level, computers are
enabling people throughout the world to have
freer access to information than ever before. This
facilitates their freedom to search for truth. Also,
a simple computer and printer can become a
small printing press for teachers, churches,
political parties, activists, and others who want
to share ideas with their communities. It is our
hope that we can help use computer technology
to empower other people and organizations to
make the world a better place.

At the beginning of 2008 Sara and |
began working together with Gettysburg College
students, faculty, and administrators to create a
project focused arou
honor the memory of Dr. Derrick Gondwe. One
hitch was that we did not have any space to do
this project, and the Board of Directors (BOD) of
UUG was willing to allow us to use part of the
downstairs of our church to do this. In October
or so, the BOD officially approved the project as
a social justice project to be administered
through the Faith and Community Development
Committee of UUG. In December, the project
received all funding pledged from various
sectors of the College totaling over $19,000. So,
in the coming months, we will be the organizing
force behind this international endeavor. We are
honored to be entrusted with this task and look
forward to making the project meet or exceed
expectations for all participants.

In August we began in earnest to
implement the project and gather additional
funds and volunteers. We were also aided by the
Adams County United Way (for volunteers),
Computer Ministry, and Microsoft Corporation.
Computer Ministry is an organization in
Mechanicsburg that refurbishes computers and
recycles older models, thus combining
environmental and social justice efforts. They

The Unitarian Universalist Service Committee
works to advance human rights across the
world, and uses its funds to help draw attention
to and remedy global humanitarian and social
justice crises, such as the water crisis, the
genocide in Darfur, and the Gaza Conflict. It

have sent over 5000 computers to over 35
countries in the last five years or so, and kept
thousands more computers out of the landfill.
They are providing us with extra computers and
logistical support for the shipping process.
Microsoft has authorized UUG's Digital Divide
project to be an authorized refurbisher of
computers. This means that we can install
Windows XP Pro and selected other Microsoft
products on our computers for $5.00 a pop. We
are authorized to provide computers to people in
Malawi and other places in the developing world
as well as certain categories of people and
organizations here at home.

Over the last few months we were very
busy testing computers, fixing them when
needed, and installing operating systems and
software. Most of this work was accomplished in
our basement with the help of several volunteers
including Shelley, Ruger, Bob, and Scott. We
now have over 188 computers completed. The
biggest job now is testing and moving the 200 or
S0 monitors that are currently in storage. This job
will be completed with the help of volunteers
from the Manito School here in Gettysburg in
early January.

If all goes well, the shipment will be
sent off by mid March, and it should arrive
sometime in May. Currently, Scott is planning to
meet the shipment in Malawi and will supervise
and coordinate the distribution of these
computers to the various branches of the
University System of Malawi and a number of
smaller institutions. Two volunteers would also
like to help distribute these computers in Malawi
and are seeking funds to make the trip. They
could use your help. We promise to track
everyone's experiences in Malawi and other
aspects of the project in the coming months.

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Church Size Dynamics Part 2 6 From the Chair

I began last month introducing you to the
church size dynamics: TheFamily Church
The Pastoral Church, ThHerogram Church,
and The Corporate Churchre the
generalized categories. The Family Church
averages less than 50 people on Sunday,
which would put UUG into that category.
But, lets look at the next size up. What type
of programming and community does the
Pastoral Church offer? I quote from Rev.
St ef an JuzeReadyDeenMale a
Difference article from the UUA website.

“The Pastoral Church, averaging 50 to
150 people on Sundays, is what most
Americans have in mind when they think
about churches. In this size of church, the
role of both the minister and the board shifts
toward the center of the system. The pastoral
church is no longer one where "everybody
knows your name," as in the television series
Cheers, so the minister becomes a sort of
spiritual bartender, since maintaining
relationships becomes a full-time job. As
steward of the relational system, the
minister's influence grows. The board's
responsibility for making decisions on behalf
of the church increases, as does the sense in
which board members function as volunteer
staff. Part-time paid staff is added. Stronger

committees begin to develop and their
members round out the volunteer staffing
needs of the church. Nearly half of all UU
